WHEREAS, as a mentor to others, Dr. Page would counsel and encourage those 16 

who sought to enter the medical profession and would attend the medical school 17 

ceremonies of his mentees; and 18 

WHEREAS, Dr. Page left this earth on March 15, 2023, survived by his son, John 19 

Brooks Page; daughter, Deborah Osborne Page; sister, Ann Braswell;, four 20 

grandchildren; and eight great-grandchildren; and 21 

WHEREAS, Dr. Page will be remembered for his kindness, gentleness, wisdom, 22 

and love and devotion to his family and community. He was a perfect gentleman, a 23 

perfect example of what a medical professional should be, and a true icon of his 24
