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A RESOLUTION recognizing the Blueprint for Kentucky's Children and
adjourning in honor of Children's Advocacy Day, February 8, 2023.

WHEREAS, every child in Kentucky deserves a strong family, the chance to live in
a thriving community, and to have the opportunity to be a successful kid; and

WHEREAS, the Blueprint for Kentucky's Children is a coalition of nonprofit,
private, and public organizations committed to making Kentucky a great place to be a

WHEREAS, Children's Advocacy Day was established 19 years ago in 2004 as an
effort to raise the profile of children's issues among Kentucky's elected leaders; and
