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Proposed legislation requires the Board of Elementary and Secondary Education (BESE) to coordinate and report data
relative to the early childhood care and education (ECCE) network. Provides the list of committees to which the report must
be submitted. Requires the report to include: (1) the number of participating children and certain demographic data and (2)
the areas of greatest need for prioritization of funding and services. Requires BESE to create a program administered by the
Department of Education (LDE) through which parents whose children are not enrolled in an early learning center due to lack
of available seats or funding may access instructional materials at home. Requires BESE to consider the data it coordinates
in determining the allocation of awards.

There is no anticipated direct material effect on governmental expenditures as a result of this measure.

The Department of Education (LDE) reports that it will not incur any additional expenditures as a result of the proposed
legislation. LDE reports that it has adequate staff to meet the reporting requirement outlined in the proposed legislation and
will not need to add any positions. LDE also reports that it will not need to develop a new curriculum or any instructional
materials, and that it already has mechanisms in place to distribute the instructional materials to eligible families.

There is no anticipated direct material effect on governmental revenues as a result of this measure.
