B.(1) The commission shall be composed as follows:

() Fhetiegtenant-governor The chief justice of the supreme court or an

associate justice of the supreme court appointed by the chief justice of the state

supreme court.

(b) One senator appointed by the president of the Senate.

teh)(c) The commissioner of administration.

te)(d) The vice president for Administration and Management, Southern
University and A& M College or his designee.

H(e) One representative appointed by the speaker of the House.

(f) __One representative appointed by the Louisiana District Attorneys

Association.
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(g) _One representative appointed by the state public defender.

(3) Beginning on August 15, 2010, the representative appointed by the

speaker of the House of Representatives shall serve as the chairperson of the

commission for a period of one year. Beginning on August 15, 2011, the senator

appointed by the president of the Senate shall serve as the chairperson of the

commission for a period of one year. Each year thereafter, the House and Senate

member shall rotate serving as chairperson for a one-year term each.
