ToenactR.S. 24:35andtorepeal R.S. 24:35.1, relativeto legidativeredistricting; to provide
for the election districtsfor the Senate of the L egislature of Louisiana; to providefor
effectiveness; and to provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 24:35is hereby enacted to read as follows:

835. Membership of the Senate

The Senate of the Legislature of Louisianashall be composed of thirty-nine
