HUNTING: Authorizes shooting a bear in self-defense

AN ACT
To enact R.S. 56:116.3(H), relative to shooting a bear; to authorize shooting a bear in self-
defense; and to provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 56:116.3(H) is hereby enacted to read as follows:
§116.3. Special provisions applicable to deer and bear; times and methods of taking;

penalties

H. Notwithstanding any prohibition contained in this Section, if a hunter

reasonably believes that he is in imminent danger of losing his life or receiving great

bodily harm and that the killing is necessary to save himself from that danger he may

shoot or kill a bear.
