DISTRICTS/NEIGHBORHOOQOD: Provides relative to the renewal of parcel feesin the
Kenilworth Improvement District in Orleans Parish

AN ACT
To amend and reenact R.S. 33:9078(F)(4)(c), relative to the Kenilworth Improvement
Digtrict in Orleans Parish; to provide relative to the renewal of parcel feesin the
district; and to provide for related matters.
Notice of intention to introduce this Act has been published
as provided by Article I, Section 13 of the Constitution of
Louisiana.
Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 33:9078(F)(4)(c) is hereby amended and reenacted to read as
follows:

§9078. Kenilworth Improvement District

(c) Thefeeshall expire on December 31, 2010, but the fee may be renewed,
the amount of the fee provided in Paragraph (2) of this Subsection may be changed,
or amaximum fee amount in excess of the amount of the fee provided in Paragraph

(2) of this Subsection may be established, if approved by amajority of the registered
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voters of the district voting on the proposition at an election as provided in

Subparagraph (a) of this Paragraph. Any-etectionto-adthorizerenewalt-of thefeeto

Orteans: If thefeeisrenewed, if the amount of fee is changed with voter approval,

or if anew maximum fee amount is established, the term of theimposition of thefee
shall be as provided in the proposition authorizing such renewal, change in fee
amount, or maximum fee amount, not to exceed eight years. If anew maximum fee
amount is established as provided in this Subparagraph, the amount of the fee shall
be determined and such amount may be changed by duly adopted resolution of the
board without the necessity of an election, provided that the fee amount shall not
exceed the maximum fee amount and the term of imposition shall not exceed the
term of imposition established with voter approval.

Section 2. ThisAct shall become effective upon signature by the governor or, if not
signed by the governor, upon expiration of thetimefor billsto becomelaw without signature
by the governor, as provided by Article I11, Section 18 of the Consgtitution of Louisiana. If
vetoed by the governor and subsequently approved by the legidature, this Act shall become

effective on the day following such approval.

Abstract: Providesrelativeto the renewal of parcel feesfor the Kenilworth Improvement
Digtrict in Orleans Parish.

Present law creates the Kenilworth Improvement District in Orleans Parish as a political
subdivision of the state for the purpose of promoting, encouraging, and enhancing the
security, beautification, and overall betterment of thedistrict. Providesthat thedistrict shall
begoverned by anine-member board of commissioners. Providesfor district boundariesand
powers and duties.

Proposed law retains present law.
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Present law authorizes the governing authority of the city of New Orleans to impose and
collect a parcel fee within the district. Provides that the fee shall be aflat fee and shall be
imposed on each parcel located within thedistrict. Providesthat the amount of the fee shall
be $200 per parcel.

Present law provides that the fee shall be imposed only after the question of itsimposition
has been approved by a mgjority of the registered voters of the district voting on the
proposition at an election held for that purpose. Provides that no other election shall be
required except as provided by present law.

Proposed law retains present law.

Present |aw providesthat the fee may be renewed, the amount of the fee provided in present
law may be changed, or a maximum fee amount in excess of the amount of the fee provided
in present law may be established, if approved by a majority of the registered voters of the
district voting on the proposition at an election as provided in present law.

Proposed law retains present law.

Present law providesthat any election to authorize renewal of thefee, to change the amount
of the fee, or to establish anew maximum fee amount shall be held only at the sametime as
the mayoral primary election for the city of New Orleans.

Proposed law removes present law.
Effective upon signature of governor or lapse of time for gubernatorial action.
