A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

To recognize Monday, April 27, 2015, as Concrete Day at the state capitol.

WHEREAS, the Concrete and Aggregates Association of Louisiana was founded in

1989; and

WHEREAS, the Concrete and Aggregates Association of Louisiana is aligned with

the National Ready Mix Concrete Association, the Portland Cement Association, the

American Concrete Paving Association - Louisiana Chapter, the American Concrete Pipe

WHEREAS, the Louisiana Legislature recognizes the concrete industry as important

to furthering development in our state and appreciates the hard work, dedication, and the

efficiency of its employees.
