or local areas based upon population classifications; to specify applicability to one

or more political subdivisions or local areas; and to provide for related matters.

Section 1. R.S. 43:140(5), 142(B), 171(B), 200(5), and 201(C) are hereby amended
and reenacted to read as follows:

8140. Definitions

AsusedinthisChapter, thefollowing termsshall havethe meanings ascribed

(5) "Office" shal mean the newspaper's principal public business office and
need not be the place a which the newspaper's printing presses are physically
located.

1970; nor shall any provision of this Chapter prohibit a publication being selected

to publish judicial advertisements and legal notices in aparish-having-apopttation
ofnettessthan-four-hundred-thousand Jeffer son Parish when the publication has

actually published official proceedings within one year prior to June 1, 1986 of any
municipal corporation, parish council, policejury, or school board within that-parish

Jefferson Parish.
