Toamend and reenact R.S. 56:325.2(A), (B), and (C), relative to saltwater recreational fish;
to provide requirements of possession; to provide exceptions for possession; to
provide terms and conditions; and to provide for related matters.

Section 1. R.S.56:325.2(A), (B), and (C) are hereby amended and reenacted to read
asfollows:
8325.2. Saltwater recreational fitsh finfish; total length

A. AH Except as provided elsewhere in this Section, all saltwater

recr eational finfi

B. Except as provided elsewher ein this Section, no per son shall possess

any finfish parts, such asfilleted fish, whileaboar d avessal on thewater . For the

purpose of consumption at sea aboard the harvesting vessel, a person shall have no
more than two pounds of finfish parts per person on board the vessel, provided that
the vessal is equipped to cook such finfish and such finfish does not exceed
applicable bag limits.

C.(1) The provisions of this Section shall not apply to bait—speetes; the

following:
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(a) Any legally harvested saltwater recreational finfish for which there

is no size limit, that is being utilized for bait and is not in excess of any daily

possession limits.

(b) King or spanish mackerel, if cut up and utilized for bait, so long as

the carcassisretained with the head and caudal fin intact whilesuch partsare

in possession aboard afishing vessel, so that sizeand number of fish possessed

may be deter mined.

(2) Swor dfish possessed by ar ecr eational fisher man shall not beskinned

until set or put on shore.

(3) Tunashall retain the caudal fin intact until set or put on shore, and

those species of tuna which have minimum sizerestrictions may havethe head

removed as long as the car cass length without the head exceeds the minimum

sizereguirement.

(4) Any garfish caught or possessed by arecreational fisherman in the

saltwater ar easof thestatemay havethehead and caudal fin removed but, until

thefish isset or put on shore, it shall retain a strip of skin sufficient to clearly

identify the fish.
