3 sentence the following sentence:- DHCD may authorize a credit of up to $5,000,000 for a 

4 qualified project as defined in section 1 of chapter 40V.

5 SECTION 2. Paragraph (5) of section 38BB of chapter 63 of the General Laws, as so 

6 appearing, is hereby amended by inserting after the first sentence the following sentence:- 

7 DHCD may authorize a credit of up to $5,000,000 for a qualified project as defined in section 1 

8 of chapter 40V.
