SECTION 2. Notwithstanding section 3 of chapter 71 of the acts of 1996, or any other
general or special law to the contrary, the Chicopee contributory retirement board shall permit
Edmund Gelinas, a member of the Chicopee contributory retirement system, to purchase
creditable service for his military service time pursuant to paragraph (h) of subdivision (1) of

section 4 of chapter 32 of the General Laws.
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SECTION 3. Notwithstanding section 3 of chapter 71 of the acts of 1996, or any other
general or special law to the contrary, the Chicopee contributory retirement board shall permit
Greg Connors, a member of the Chicopee contributory retirement system, to purchase creditable
