Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Court assembled, and by the authority
of the same, as follows:

Section 1. Section 1 of Chapter 151, as appearing in the 2014 official edition is hereby

amended by inserting at the end thereof the following sentence:-

“Notwithstanding the provisions of this section, no wage more than $1.00 per hour more
than the effective federal minimum rate shall be presumed to be oppressive or unreasonable if
the employer provides the wage collector “minimum credible coverage” under section 1 of

chapter 111M.”
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
