Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Court assembled, and by the authority 
of the same, as follows:

3 thereof the following sentence:- In the record of births, date of birth, place of birth, name and sex 

4 of the child; names, places of birth, and dates of birth of the parent or parents; and residence and
