(First Reading File Bill)  

 

 On page 3 of the bill, after line 32, insert: 

 

  “(3) A PETITION FOR EXPUNGEMENT FOR A VIOLATION OF § 3–1508 

OF THE COURTS ARTICLE OR § 4–509 OF THE FAMILY LAW ARTICLE MAY NOT BE 

FILED EARLIER THAN 10 YEARS AFTER THE PERSON SATISFIES THE SENTENCE 

OR SENTENCES IMPOSED FOR ALL CONVICTIONS FOR WHICH EXPUNGEMENT IS 

REQUESTED, INCLUDING PAROLE, PROBATION, OR MANDATORY SUPERVISION.”. 

 

 On page 4 of the bill, in lines 1, 6, and 10, strike “(3)”, “(4)”, and “(5)”, 

respectively, and substitute “(4)”, “(5)”, and “(6)”, respectively; and in line 6, strike 

“(5)” and substitute “(6)”. 

 

 On page 2 of the Judiciary Committee Amendments (HB0097/223525/1), in lines 

4 and 6 of Amendment No. 4, in each instance, strike “(6)” and substitute “(7)”.
