 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 13

   (III) TWO MEMBERS REPRESENTING CIVIL RIGHTS 21 

ORGANIZATIONS IN THE STATE; AND 22 

 

   (IV) TWO MEMBERS REPRESENTING COMMUNITY 23 

ORGANIZATIONS IN THE STATE. 24 

 

 (C) IN ADDITION TO THE MEMBERS LISTED IN SUBSECTION (B) OF THIS 25 

SECTION, THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF THE MARYLAND ASSOCIATION OF 26 

COUNTIES OR THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S DESIGNEE MAY INVITE TWO 27 

INDIVIDUALS, EACH FROM A SEPARATE COUNTY IN MARYLAND, TO PARTICIPATE AS 28 

NONVOTING MEMBERS AT EACH BOARD MEETING. 29 
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 (D) (1) A TERM OF A MEMBER APPOINTED BY THE GOVERNOR IS 4 YEARS. 1 

 

  (2) AT THE END OF A TERM AN APPOINTED MEMBER CONTINUES TO 2 

SERVE UNTIL A SUCCESSOR IS APPOINTED AND QUALIFIES. 3 

 

  (3) A MEMBER WHO IS APPOINTED AFTER A TERM HAS BEGUN SERVES 4 

ONLY FOR THE REST OF THE TERM AND UNTIL A SUCCESSOR IS APPOINTED AND 5 

QUALIFIES. 6 

 

  (4) A MEMBER WHOSE TERM HAS EXPIRED MAY BE REAPPOINTED TO 7 

THE BOARD. 8 

 

 (E) A BOARD MEMBER: 9 

 

  (1) MAY NOT RECEIVE COMPENSATION FOR SERVING ON THE BOARD; 10 

BUT 11 

 

  (2) IS ENTITLED TO REIMBURSEMENT FOR EXPENSES UNDER THE 12 

STANDARD STATE TRAVEL REGULATIONS, AS PROVIDED IN THE STATE BUDGET. 13 

 

 (F) FROM AMONG ITS MEMBERS, THE BOARD ANNUALLY SHALL ELECT A 14 

CHAIR. 15 

 

 (G) (1) A MAJORITY OF THE BOARD’S MEMBERS CONSTITUTE A QUORUM. 16 

 

  (2) THE BOARD MAY ADOPT RULES FOR CONDUCTING BUSINESS. 17 

 

  (3) THE BOARD SHALL MEET AT LEAST FOUR TIMES ANNUALLY AT 18 

TIMES AND PLACES DETERMINED BY THE BOARD. 19 

 

 (H) THE DEPARTMENT OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY SHALL PROVIDE 20 

STAFF FOR THE BOARD. 21 

 

 (I) THE BOARD SHALL: 22 

 

  (1) STUDY THE IMPACT OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE IN THE STATE 23 

IN THE HEALTH CARE, EDUCATION, TRANSPORTATION, AND CRIMINAL JUSTICE 24 

SECTORS; 25 

 

  (2) STUDY THE POSSIBLE ECONOMIC, SOCIAL, AND ETHICAL 26 

IMPLICATIONS OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE; 27 
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  (3) CONSULT WITH EXPERTS IN THE ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE AND 1 

RELATED TECHNOLOGY FIELDS AND THE MEMBERS OF THE GENERAL PUBLIC TO 2 

GATHER VARIOUS PERSPECTIVES ON ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE AND OPINIONS ON 3 

ITS ADOPTION; AND 4 

 

  (4) EXAMINE THE EFFECTIVENESS OF CURRENT LAWS, 5 

REGULATIONS, AND POLICIES RELATED TO ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE AND 6 

RECOMMEND LEGISLATION. 7 

 

 (J) (1) ON OR BEFORE DECEMBER 31, 2024, AND EVERY YEAR ON OR 8 

BEFORE DECEMBER 31 THEREAFTER, THE BOARD SHALL REPORT ITS FINDINGS 9 

AND RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE GOVERNOR AND, IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 2–1257 10 

OF THE STATE GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY. 11 

 

  (2) THE REPORT OF THE BOARD SHALL BE MADE PUBLICLY 12 

AVAILABLE. 13 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 14 

October 1, 2023. 15
