SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Alcoholic Beverages
28-102.
This title applies only in St. Mary’s County.
28-1410.
The County Treasurer shall:
(1)  collect the license fees; and
(2) pay over to the Commissioners of Leonardtown the fees received for

licenses issued for premises [in] WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THE INCORPORATED TOWN OF
Leonardtown.
