SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Courts and Judicial Proceedings
8-423.
(A) THIS SECTION APPLIES TO ALL JURY TRIALS IN ANY STATE COURT.
(B) THE PURPOSE OF JURY EXAMINATION SHALL BE TO:

(1) IDENTIFY AND REMOVE PROSPECTIVE JURORS WHO ARE UNABLE
TO SERVE FAIRLY AND IMPARTIALLY; AND

(2) ALLOW THE PARTIES TO OBTAIN INFORMATION THAT MAY
PROVIDE GUIDANCE FOR THE USE OF PEREMPTORY CHALLENGES AND CHALLENGES
FOR CAUSE.
