FOR the purpose of requiring a manufacturer of a certain product sold or offered for sale in 3 

the State to disclose certain information on the label of the product under certain 4 

circumstances beginning on a certain date; requiring the manufacturer to determine 5 

a certain concentration of certain allergens in certain products in a certain manner 6 

for certain purposes; requiring a manufacturer of certain products to post on the 7 

website of the manufacturer certain information in a certain manner under certain 8 

circumstances beginning on a certain date; authorizing the manufacturer to list 9 

certain information on the label of certain products and website of the manufacturer 10 

in a certain manner; requiring a manufacturer of a certain product to make certain 11 

information available in a certain format; providing that a manufacturer of a certain 12 

product may protect and is not required to disclose certain information; requiring a 13 

manufacturer that protects a certain ingredient in a certain manner to use a certain 14 

name for the ingredient under certain circumstances; requiring a certain supplier to 15 

a certain manufacturer to follow certain guidelines under certain circumstances; 16 

requiring certain ingredients and certain constituents to be listed on the label of 17 

certain products and posted on certain websites under certain nomenclature systems 18 

in a certain manner; requiring a certain manufacturer to make certain revisions to 19 

certain information within certain periods of time after certain events; establishing 20 

that a violation of this Act is an unfair or deceptive trade practice under the 21 

Maryland Consumer Protection Act and subject to certain enforcement and penalty 22 

provisions; providing for the construction of certain provisions of this Act; declaring 23 

a certain intent of the General Assembly; defining certain terms; and generally 24 

relating to cleaning products sold or offered for sale in the State.
