FOR the purpose of requiring the College Savings Plans of Maryland Board to establish the 4 

Maryland ABLE Program for certain purposes subject to certain provisions; 5 

requiring the Board to oversee the administration of the Maryland ABLE Program; 6 

altering the membership of the Board; requiring the Board to maintain the Maryland 7 

ABLE Program in compliance with certain standards; requiring the Board to adopt 8 

certain procedures; requiring the Board to issue certain statements to account 9 

holders at least once each year; authorizing the Board to issue certain requests for 10 

proposals; requiring the Board to consider proposals that meet certain criteria; 11 

authorizing the Board to require certain fees; establishing certain limitations and 12 

requirements for contributions to and administration of the Maryland ABLE 13 

Program; establishing participation and distribution requirements; providing that 14 

neither the faith and credit nor the taxing power of the State is pledged to the 15 

payment of debts, contracts, and obligations of the Maryland ABLE Program; 16 

providing that certain entities are not liable for certain losses; prohibiting certain 17 

money from being considered or commingled with certain money or deposited in the 18 

State Treasury; exempting certain entities and accounts from the Insurance Article; 19 

providing that the assets and the income of the Maryland ABLE Program are exempt 20 
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from State and local taxation; prohibiting a person from seizing a certain benefit or 1 

asset; requiring certain audits; altering a certain power of attorney form; allowing a 2 

subtraction modification under the State income tax for certain contributions to an 3 

account under the Maryland ABLE Program; allowing certain amounts disallowed 4 

under the subtraction modification as a result of a certain limitation to be carried 5 

over and subtracted for succeeding taxable years; requiring an addition modification 6 

for certain distributions made under certain accounts; making conforming changes; 7 

providing for the application of certain provisions of this Act; defining certain terms; 8 

and generally relating to the College Savings Plans of Maryland and Maryland 9 

ABLE Program. 10 

 

FOR the purpose of establishing a Task Force on the Maryland Achieving a Better Life 11 

Experience (ABLE) Program; providing for the composition, chair, and staffing of the 12 

Task Force; prohibiting a member of the Task Force from receiving certain 13 

compensation, but authorizing the reimbursement of certain expenses; requiring the 14 

Task Force to study and make recommendations regarding certain matters; 15 

requiring the Task Force to report its findings and recommendations to the Governor 16 

and the General Assembly on or before a certain date; providing for the termination 17 

of this Act; and generally relating to the Task Force on the Maryland ABLE Program.

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 6

 (b) “Account holder” means an individual who: 10 

 

  (1) Makes or undertakes the obligation to make advance payments of 11 

qualified higher education expenses as provided under a prepaid contract; and 12 

 

  (2) Except as provided in § 18–1909(b) of this subtitle, is a resident of 13 

Maryland or of the District of Columbia at the time that the account holder enters into a 14 

prepaid contract. 15 

 

 (c) “Board” means the College Savings Plans of Maryland Board. 16 

 

 (d) “Broker–Dealer Plan” means the Maryland Broker–Dealer College 17 

Investment Plan established under Subtitle 19B of this title. 18 

 

 (e) “Current prepaid contract obligations” means the scheduled payments due for 19 

the next fiscal year under existing prepaid contracts. 20 

 

 (f) “Eligible institution of higher education” means an institution of higher 21 

education that: 22 

 

  (1) Offers an associate, bachelor, or graduate degree program; and 23 

 

  (2) Is eligible to participate in federal financial aid programs. 24 

 

 (g) “Market value of program assets” means the amount of cash and cash 25 

equivalents held by the Trust plus the fair market value of other assets of the Trust. 26 

 

 (h) “MARYLAND ABLE PROGRAM” MEANS THE MARYLAND ACHIEVING A 27 

BETTER LIFE EXPERIENCE PROGRAM ESTABLISHED UNDER SUBTITLE 19C OF THIS 28 

TITLE. 29 

 

 (I) “Plan” means the Maryland College Investment Plan established under 30 

Subtitle 19A of this title. 31 
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 [(i)](J) “Prepaid contract” means a contract between the Board and an account 1 

holder under the provisions of this subtitle for the advance payment of qualified higher 2 

education expenses by the account holder for a qualified beneficiary to attend an eligible 3 

institution of higher education, if the qualified beneficiary is admitted to the institution. 4 

 

 [(j)](K) “Program” means the College Savings Plans of Maryland. 5 

 

 [(k)](L) “Qualified beneficiary” means an individual who: 6 

 

  (1) Is eligible to apply advance payments of qualified higher education 7 

expenses to undergraduate or graduate qualified higher education expenses at an eligible 8 

institution of higher education under the provisions of this subtitle; and 9 

 

  (2) Except as provided in § 18–1909(b) of this subtitle, is a resident of the 10 

State or of the District of Columbia at the time that the account holder enters into a prepaid 11 

contract. 12 

 

 [(l)](M) “Qualified higher education expenses” has the meaning stated in § 13 

529(e) of the Internal Revenue Code. 14 

 

 [(m)](N) “Qualified state tuition program” has the meaning stated in § 529 of the 15 

Internal Revenue Code. 16 

 

 [(n)](O) “Trust” means the Maryland Prepaid College Trust established under 17 

this subtitle. 18 

 

 [(o)](P) (1) “Tuition” means the actual tuition and mandatory fees assessed 19 

to all students by an eligible institution of higher education as a condition of enrollment at 20 

the institution. 21 

 

  (2) “Tuition” does not include any fee that is assessed by the institution for 22 

a particular course taken, year of enrollment, academic status, course of study, residency 23 

status, or any other distinguishing factor used by the institution to determine a specific fee. 24

the Governor [and] AS FOLLOWS: 20 

 

   (I) FIVE MEMBERS WHO shall have significant experience in 21 

finance, accounting, investment management, or other areas that can be of assistance to 22

Program, the Trust, the Plan, [or] the Broker–Dealer Plan, OR THE MARYLAND ABLE 20 

PROGRAM; 21 

 

  (6) Invest funds not required for immediate disbursement; 22 

 

  (7) Solicit and accept gifts, grants, loans, or other aid from any source or 23 

participate in any government program for purposes consistent with this subtitle and 24 

Subtitles 19A [and], 19B, AND 19C of this title; 25 

 

  (8) Subject to the review of the General Assembly, impose and collect 26 

reasonable administrative fees for any transactions under the Trust, the Plan, [or] the 27 

Broker–Dealer Plan, OR THE MARYLAND ABLE PROGRAM or involving prepaid 28 

contracts or transactions affecting the Program, the Trust, the Plan, [or] the Broker–Dealer 29 

Plan, OR THE MARYLAND ABLE PROGRAM; 30 

 

  (9) Procure insurance against any loss of assets of the Program, the Trust, 31 

the Plan, [or] the Broker–Dealer Plan, OR THE MARYLAND ABLE PROGRAM; 32 
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  (10) Endorse insurance coverage written exclusively for the purpose of 1 

protecting: 2 

 

   (i) A prepaid contract under the Trust and the account holder and 3 

the qualified beneficiary of the contract; [or] 4 

 

   (ii) An investment account under the Plan, or the Broker–Dealer 5 

Plan, and the account holder and qualified designated beneficiary of the investment 6 

account; OR 7 

 

   (III) AN INVESTMENT ACCOUNT UNDER THE MARYLAND ABLE 8 

PROGRAM AND THE ACCOUNT HOLDER AND QUALIFIED DESIGNATED BENEFICIARY 9 

OF THE INVESTMENT ACCOUNT; 10 

 

  (11) Designate terms under which money may be withdrawn from the 11 

Program, the Trust, the Plan, [or] the Broker–Dealer Plan, OR THE MARYLAND ABLE 12 

PROGRAM; 13 

 

  (12) Establish additional procedural and substantive requirements for 14 

participation in and the administration or marketing of the Program, the Trust, the Plan, 15 

[or] the Broker–Dealer Plan, OR THE MARYLAND ABLE PROGRAM; 16 

 

  (13) Appear on the Board’s own behalf before other boards, commissions, or 17 

other governmental agencies; and 18 

 

  (14) Take any other action that the Board considers appropriate to 19 

implement and administer the Program, the Trust, the Plan, [or] the Broker–Dealer Plan, 20 

OR THE MARYLAND ABLE PROGRAM. 21

  (4) SUBJECT TO THE $2,500 ANNUAL LIMITATION FOR EACH 3 

DESIGNATED BENEFICIARY, THE AMOUNT DISALLOWED AS A SUBTRACTION UNDER 4 

THIS SUBSECTION FOR ANY TAXABLE YEAR AS A RESULT OF THE LIMITATION UNDER 5 

PARAGRAPH (3) OF THIS SUBSECTION MAY BE CARRIED OVER UNTIL USED TO THE 6 

NEXT 10 SUCCEEDING TAXABLE YEARS AS A SUBTRACTION. 7 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That Section 2 of this Act shall be 8 

applicable to all taxable years beginning after December 31, 2014. 9 

 

 SECTION 4. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 10 

1, 2015. 11 

 

Preamble 12 

 

 WHEREAS, In December 2014, the United States Congress passed and the 13 

President signed into law the Achieving a Better Life Experience (ABLE) Act; and 14 

 

 WHEREAS, The ABLE Act amended the Internal Revenue Code by creating  15 

tax–exempt savings accounts to assist individuals with disabilities and their families in 16 

building savings to pay for qualified disability expenses; and 17 

 

 WHEREAS, ABLE accounts are intended to supplement, not supplant, essential 18 

benefits provided through private insurance, Medicaid, Supplemental Security Income, 19 

employment earnings, and other sources of financial support; and 20 

 

 WHEREAS, ABLE accounts can help fund qualified expenses for individuals with 21 

disabilities, including medical and dental care, education, housing, transportation, 22 

obtaining and maintaining employment, assistive technology, and community–based 23 

services and supports; and 24 

 

 WHEREAS, The ABLE Act is designed to assist individuals with disabilities and 25 

their families to save private funds, through the creation of ABLE accounts, for the purpose 26 

of maintaining the health, independence, and quality of life of individuals with disabilities; 27 

and 28 

 

 WHEREAS, The ABLE Act provides the State the opportunity to establish and 29 

operate an ABLE savings program to benefit qualified Marylanders with disabilities; and 30 

 

 WHEREAS, It is the intent of the General Assembly that the State establish an 31 

ABLE program; now, therefore, 32 

 

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 33 

That: 34 
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 (a) There is a Task Force on the Maryland Achieving a Better Life Experience 1 

(ABLE) Program. 2 

 

 (b) The Task Force consists of the following members: 3 

 

  (1) two members of the Senate of Maryland, appointed by the President of 4 

the Senate; 5 

 

  (2) two members of the House of Delegates, appointed by the Speaker of 6 

the House; 7 

 

  (3) the State Treasurer, or the Treasurer’s designee; 8 

 

  (4) the Attorney General, or the Attorney General’s designee; 9 

 

  (5) the Secretary of Disabilities, or the Secretary’s designee; 10 

 

  (6) the Secretary of Health and Mental Hygiene, or the Secretary’s 11 

designee;  12 

 

  (7) the Executive Director of the College Savings Plans of Maryland Board, 13 

or the Executive Director’s designee; and 14 

 

  (8) the following six members, appointed by the Governor: 15 

 

   (i) two members who have significant experience in actuarial 16 

analysis, finance, accounting, investment management, or other areas that are relevant to 17 

the Task Force;  18 

 

   (ii) one member who is an individual with a disability;  19 

 

   (iii) one member who is a family member of an individual with a 20 

disability; and 21 

 

   (iv) two representatives of community–based organizations that 22 

support or advocate for individuals with disabilities. 23 

 

 (c) The Governor shall designate the chair of the Task Force. 24 

 

 (d) The Department of Legislative Services, with support from the Department of 25 

Disabilities, shall provide staff for the Task Force. 26 

 

 (e) A member of the Task Force: 27 

 

  (1) may not receive compensation as a member of the Task Force; but 28 
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  (2) is entitled to reimbursement for expenses under the Standard State 1 

Travel Regulations, as provided in the State budget. 2 

 

 (f) The Task Force shall: 3 

 

  (1) develop a plan for implementing the Maryland ABLE program;  4 

 

  (2) study issues related to the Maryland ABLE program, including: 5 

 

   (i) what the structure of the program should be; 6 

 

   (ii) whether the program should be State–sponsored or privately 7 

run; and 8 

 

   (iii) if State–sponsored, whether the program should be operated by 9 

the College Savings Plans of Maryland or another State agency; 10 

 

  (3) determine the staffing and funding needs of the program; 11 

 

  (4) identify potential sources of start–up funding prior to the program 12 

becoming self–supporting; 13 

 

  (5) determine the membership of the Board that will oversee the program, 14 

the duties of the Board, and the Board’s governance structure; 15 

 

  (6) determine the State tax benefits or treatment of contributions to and 16 

withdrawals from ABLE accounts; 17 

 

  (7) hold public hearings for public input to inform the deliberations of the 18 

Task Force; and 19 

 

  (8) recommend legislation to be introduced in the 2016 Session of the 20 

General Assembly that implements the recommendations of the Task Force. 21 

 

 (g) On or before December 1, 2015, the Task Force shall report its findings and 22 

recommendations to the Governor and, in accordance with § 2–1246 of the State 23 

Government Article, the General Assembly. 24 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect June 25 

1, 2015. It shall remain effective for a period of 1 year and 1 month and, at the end of June 26 

30, 2016, with no further action required by the General Assembly, this Act shall be 27 

abrogated and of no further force and effect.  28
