SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

(A) IN THIS SECTION, “AGRITOURISM ACTIVITY” MEANS AN ACTIVITY
CONDUCTED ON A FARM THAT IS OFFERED TO A MEMBER OF THE GENERAL PUBLIC
OR TO INVITED GUESTS FOR THE PURPOSE OF EDUCATION, RECREATION, ACTIVE
INVOLVEMENT IN THE FARM OPERATION, OR TO VIEW OR ENJOY AGRICULTURAL
ACTIVITIES.

(B) “AGRITOURISM ACTIVITY” INCLUDES:

(1) FARM TOURS;
(2) HAYRIDES;

(3) CORN MAZES;
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SEASONAL PETTING FARMS;

FARM MUSEUMS;

GUEST FARMS;

PUMPKIN PATCHES;

“PICK YOUR OWN” OR “CUT YOUR OWN” PRODUCE;

CLASSES RELATED TO AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS OR SKILLS;
BED AND BREAKFAST ACCOMMODATIONS;

BARN PARTIES OR FARM FESTIVALS;

(12) WEDDINGS;

TUBING;

BICYCLING; AND

OUTDOOR RECREATION ACTIVITIES, INCLUDING:
(1) HUNTING AND FISHING;
(I) SWIMMING;

(II1) BOATING, CANOEING, KAYAKING, WATER SKIING, OR

(IV) TEMPORARY CAMPING;
(V) HIKING;
(VI) PAINTBALL; AND

(VI) NONMOTORIZED FREESTYLE, MOUNTAIN, OR OFF—ROAD

PICNIC AND PARTY FACILITIES OFFERED IN CONJUNCTION WITH

ANY AGRITOURISM ACTIVITY.

(C) BY LOCAL ORDINANCE, RESOLUTION, LAW, OR RULE, A LOCAL
JURISDICTION SHALL AUTHORIZE AGRITOURISM ACTIVITIES ON FARMS.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
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1 October 1, 2018.
