  (2) FOUR MEMBERS TO THE STATE SECURITY OPERATIONS CENTER 20 

IN THE DEPARTMENT OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY;  21 
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  (3) FOUR MEMBERS TO THE INFORMATION SHARING AND ANALYSIS 1 

CENTER IN THE DEPARTMENT OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY; AND 2 

 

  (4) FOUR MEMBERS TO THE OFFICE OF SECURITY MANAGEMENT IN 3 

THE DEPARTMENT OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY FOR VULNERABILITY, THREAT, 4 

AND INCIDENT RESPONSE. 5 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 6
