 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 18 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 19

 (a) To the extent included in federal adjusted gross income, the amounts under 2 

this section are subtracted from the federal adjusted gross income of a resident to determine 3 

Maryland adjusted gross income. 4 

 

 (EE) THE SUBTRACTION UNDER SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION INCLUDES 5 

THE FIRST $250,000 $50,000 OF COMPENSATION RECEIVED BY AN INDIVIDUAL 6 

DURING THE TAXABLE YEAR IN EXCHANGE FOR THE SALE OF A PERPETUAL 7 

CONSERVATION EASEMENT ON REAL PROPERTY LOCATED IN THE STATE. 8 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 9
