Economic Development – Municipal Corporations – Community Revitalization 2 

and Improvement Zones 3 

 

FOR the purpose of authorizing the governing body of certain municipal corporations to 4 

establish, by local law, a certain contracting authority for the purpose of designating 5 

a community revitalization and improvement zone; establishing an application 6 

process within the Department of Housing and Community Development to 7 

designate a zone; requiring the application to contain certain information; requiring, 8 

within a certain period of time, the application to be approved by the Department 9 

and the municipal corporation in which the zone is located or disapproved by either; 10 

authorizing a certain contracting authority, on approval of an application, to 11 

designate a zone and apply to a certain municipal corporation to issue certain bonds 12 

for certain purposes; authorizing the governing body of certain municipal 13 

corporations to issue certain bonds under certain circumstances; requiring the 14 

governing body of certain municipal corporations to create a certain special fund; 15 

prohibiting a member of a certain contracting authority from receiving money from 16 

the special fund; requiring a certain contracting authority to file with the 17 

Department a certain list by a certain date each year; requiring certain qualified 18 

businesses within a zone to file a certain report with the Department each year; 19 

requiring the Department, each year, to verify a certain baseline tax amount; 20 

requiring the Department to make certain calculations and certify certain amounts 21 

to the Comptroller; requiring the Comptroller, within a certain number of days after 22 

receiving a certification, to transfer a certain amount from the General Fund of the 23 

State to a certain special fund of a municipal corporation to be used for certain 24 

purposes; providing, under certain circumstances, for a recapture of the amount 25 

transferred; requiring that the money transferred and used for certain purposes be 26 

matched by a certain amount of private investment; requiring a certain contracting 27 

authority to file a certain report with the Department; authorizing the contracting 28 

authority, with the approval of the Department, to transfer a certain portion of a 29 

zone out of the zone and certain additional acreage into the zone; requiring a zone to 30 

be in existence for a certain period of time; requiring the Department to adopt certain 31 
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regulations; defining certain terms; and generally relating to the establishment of 1 

community revitalization and improvement zones in municipal corporations. 2

COMMUNITY REVITALIZATION AND IMPROVEMENT ZONE; AND 21 

 

    2. APPEARS ON THE LIST FILED UNDER § 6–605 OF THIS 22 

SUBTITLE; OR 23 

 

   (II) THAT: 24 

 

    1. MOVES INTO A COMMUNITY REVITALIZATION AND 25 

IMPROVEMENT ZONE AFTER THE ZONE IS ESTABLISHED AS AN ADDITIONAL 26

    2. CONDUCTS AN ACTIVE TRADE OR BUSINESS IN THE 28 

COMMUNITY REVITALIZATION AND IMPROVEMENT ZONE; AND 29
