 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 13 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 14

 (c) (1) (i) This paragraph applies to: 17 

 

    1. the Department of State Police; 18 

 

    2. the Anne Arundel County Police Department; 19 

 

    3. the Howard County Police Department; and 20 
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    4. the Harford County Sheriff’s Office. 1 

 

   (ii) On or before July 1, 2023, a law enforcement agency to which this 2 

paragraph applies shall require the use of body–worn cameras, subject to the policy on the 3 

use of body–worn cameras developed by the law enforcement agency, by each law 4 

enforcement officer employed by the law enforcement agency who regularly interacts with 5 

members of the public as part of the law enforcement officer’s official duties. 6 

 

  (2) On or before July 1, 2025, a law enforcement agency of a county, other 7 

than a law enforcement agency described in paragraph (1) of this subsection, shall require 8 

the use of body–worn cameras, subject to the policy on the use of body–worn cameras 9 

developed by the law enforcement agency, by each law enforcement officer employed by the 10 

law enforcement agency who regularly interacts with members of the public as part of the 11 

law enforcement officer’s official duties. 12 

 

  (3) THE STATE IS RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL COSTS AND EXPENSES 13 

ASSOCIATED WITH THE PROCUREMENT AND USE OF BODY–WORN CAMERAS BY A LAW 14 

ENFORCEMENT AGENCY UNDER THIS SUBSECTION, INCLUDING:  15 

 

   (I) THE INITIAL COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH BODY–WORN 16 

CAMERAS, EQUIPMENT, AND TECHNOLOGY; AND 17 

 

   (II) ONGOING OPERATING COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE USE OF 18 

BODY–WORN CAMERAS BY THE LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY.  19 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 20 

1, 2022, the effective date of Section 1 of Chapter 60 of the Acts of the General Assembly of 21 

2021. If the effective date of Section 1 of Chapter 60 is amended, this Act shall take effect 22 

on the taking effect of Section 1 of Chapter 60. 23
