Center; defining certain terms; and generally relating to the Crisis Intervention

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Public Safety
3-521.

(A) (1) IN THIS SECTION THE FOLLOWING WORDS HAVE THE MEANINGS
INDICATED.

(2) “COLLABORATIVE COMMITTEE” MEANS THE COLLABORATIVE
PLANNING AND IMPLEMENTATION COMMITTEE FOR THE CRISIS INTERVENTION
TEAM TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE CENTER.

(3) “CRISIS INTERVENTION MODEL PROGRAM” MEANS A NATIONALLY
RECOGNIZED CRISIS INTERVENTION TEAM PROGRAM DEVELOPED AND PUBLISHED
BY THE UNIVERSITY OF MEMPHIS IN TENNESSEE OR A COMPARABLE NATIONALLY
RECOGNIZED CRISIS INTERVENTION TEAM PROGRAM.

(4) “LOCAL BEHAVIORAL HEALTH AUTHORITY’ MEANS THE
DESIGNATED COUNTY OR MULTICOUNTY AUTHORITY THAT IS RESPONSIBLE FOR
PLANNING, MANAGING, AND MONITORING PUBLICLY FUNDED MENTAL HEALTH,
SUBSTANCE-RELATED DISORDER, AND ADDICTIVE DISORDER SERVICES.

(5) “TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE CENTER” MEANS THE CRISIS
INTERVENTION TEAM TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE CENTER.

63 (IV) THE COMMISSIONER OF THE DIVISION OF PAROLE
AND PROBATION, OR THE COMMISSIONER’S DESIGNEE;

a5 (V) THE DIRECTOR OF THE BEHAVIORAL HEALTH
ADMINISTRATION, OR THE DIRECTOR’S DESIGNEE; AND

64D (V) THE FOLLOWING INDIVIDUALS, APPOINTED BY THE
SECRETARY EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF THE GOVERNOR’S OFFICE OF CRIME
CONTROL AND PREVENTION:

1. TWO REPRESENTATIVES OF A LOCAL BEHAVIORAL
HEALTH AUTHORITY;

2. TWO REPRESENTATIVES FROM FAMILY AND
CONSUMER MENTAL HEALTH ORGANIZATIONS;

3. A REPRESENTATIVE FROM A COMMUNITY
BEHAVIORAL HEALTH PROVIDER;

4. A REPRESENTATIVE FROM A MUNICIPAL
GOVERNMENT;

5. A REPRESENTATIVE OF A LOCAL GOVERNMENT;

6. A  REPRESENTATIVE OF A LOCAL CRISIS
INTERVENTION TEAM; AND

7. OTHER MEMBERS DETERMINED TO BE NECESSARY TO
CARRY OUT THE WORK OF THE COLLABORATIVE COMMITTEE.

(3) A MEMBER APPOINTED BY THE SECREFARY EXECUTIVE
DIRECTOR OF THE GOVERNOR’S OFFICE OF CRIME CONTROL AND PREVENTION:

(I) SERVES FOR A TERM OF 3 YEARS AND UNTIL A SUCCESSOR
IS APPOINTED AND QUALIFIES; AND

(I) MAY BE REAPPOINTED.

(4) A MEMBER OF THE COLLABORATIVE COMMITTEE:
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(I) MAY NOT RECEIVE COMPENSATION AS A MEMBER OF THE
COLLABORATIVE COMMITTEE; BUT

(II) IS ENTITLED TO REIMBURSEMENT FOR EXPENSES UNDER
THE STANDARD STATE TRAVEL REGULATIONS, AS PROVIDED IN THE STATE
BUDGET.

(5) THE COLLABORATIVE COMMITTEE SHALL:

(1) REVIEW SERVICES AND TRAINING PROVIDED BY THE
TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE CENTER;

(I) DEVELOP OUTCOME MEASURES FOR AND EVALUATION OF
THE TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE CENTER;

(III) DEVELOP RECOMMENDATIONS FOR FULL
IMPLEMENTATION OF THE CRISIS INTERVENTION MODEL PROGRAM AT THE
MUNICIPAL, COUNTY, AND STATE LEVEL; AND

(IV) PROVIDE GENERAL OVERSIGHT OF THE TECHNICAL
ASSISTANCE CENTER.

(D) (1) SUBJECT TO PARAGRAPH (2) OF THIS SECTION, THE OPERATION
OF THE TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE CENTER AND COLLABORATIVE COMMITTEE
SHALL BE SUPPORTED BY:

(I) APPROPRIATIONS PROVIDED IN THE STATE BUDGET;

(I) GRANTS OR OTHER ASSISTANCE FROM FEDERAL, STATE, OR
LOCAL GOVERNMENT; AND

(II) ANY OTHER MONEY MADE AVAILABLE TO THE TECHNICAL
ASSISTANCE CENTER FROM ANY PUBLIC OR PRIVATE SOURCE.

(2) THE OPERATION OF THE TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE CENTER IS
SUBJECT TO THE LIMITATIONS OF THE STATE BUDGET.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2019.
