 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 11 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 12

 (c) A person may not use patent tongs to catch oysters: 15 

 

  (1) In the Patuxent River above and north of a straight line joining 16 

[Sotterly Wharf and the beacon at St. Leonard Creek] THE SOUTHERN SHORE OF 17 

THE ENTRANCE TO COLE CREEK AND THE BEACON AT BROOMES ISLAND; or 18 

 

  (2) In the tributaries of the Potomac River. 19 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 20 

October 1, 2011. 21
