TRANSPORTER REGISTRATION THAT ON ISSUANCE WAS VALID FOR 90 DAYS OR 4 

FEWER UNLESS THE REGISTRATION COMPLIES WITH THE LAWS OF THE ISSUING 5

 (a) After the conviction of an individual for a violation of Title 2, Subtitle 5, §  13 

2–209, § 3–211, or § 10–110 of the Criminal Law Article, or of the vehicle laws or regulations 14
