SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

(b) (4) (1) A speed monitoring system shall undergo an annual
calibration check performed by an independent calibration laboratory.

(11) The independent calibration laboratory shall issue a signed
certificate of calibration after the annual calibration check that:

1. Shall be kept on file; and

2. Shall be admitted as evidence in any court proceeding
for a violation of this section.

(5) (1) A LOCAL JURISDICTION SHALL OBTAIN A QUARTERLY
AUDIT OF ITS SPEED MONITORING SYSTEMS CONDUCTED BY A QUALIFIED
INDEPENDENT PERSON.

(1I1) THE RESULTS OF THE QUARTERLY AUDIT:
1.  SHALL BE KEPT ON FILE; AND

2. SHALL BE ADMITTED AS EVIDENCE IN ANY COURT
PROCEEDING FOR A VIOLATION OF THIS SECTION.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2014.
