CARE RETIREMENT COMMUNITY THAT HAS OBTAINED A CERTIFICATE OF 21 

REGISTRATION FROM THE STATE DEPARTMENT OF AGING UNDER TITLE 10, 22 

SUBTITLE 4 OF THE HUMAN SERVICES ARTICLE; 23 

 

    2. HAS AT LEAST 50 BONA FIDE MEMBERS; AND 24 

 

    3. HAS ANNUAL DUES THAT AVERAGE AT LEAST $5 25 

PER MEMBER. 26 

 

   (III) A LICENSEE MAY KEEP FOR SALE AND SELL AT RETAIL 27 

BEER, WINE, AND LIQUOR TO A MEMBER OR A GUEST WHEN ACCOMPANIED BY A 28 

MEMBER AT THE PLACE DESCRIBED IN THE LICENSE. 29 

 

   (IV) THE ANNUAL LICENSE FEE IS $500. 30

Article 2B, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act, may not be applied to any case for which 16 

a final judgment has been rendered and for which all judicial appeals have been 17 

exhausted before the effective date of this Act.  18 

 

 SECTION 2. 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take 19 

effect July June 1, 2013.
