FOR the purpose of establishing a certain limit on a certain expense allowance to which a 3 

Carroll County Commissioner is entitled; specifying that a County Commissioner is 4 

entitled to participate in the same benefits program that is available to general 5 

county employees; specifying that a former County Commissioner is entitled to 6 

participate in the same health benefits program that is available to former general 7 

county employees; making this Act an emergency measure; and generally relating to 8

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 15

 (b) (1) Each County Commissioner is entitled to: 19 

 

  [(1)] (I) A salary of $45,000 a year; and 20 

 

  [(2)] (II) An allowance for expenses incurred in the performance of the 21 

duties of that office THAT MAY NOT BE MORE THAN THE ALLOWANCE REGULARLY 22 

PROVIDED TO GENERAL COUNTY EMPLOYEES, as provided in the county budget. 23 
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  (2) A COUNTY COMMISSIONER IS ENTITLED TO PARTICIPATE IN THE 1 

SAME BENEFITS PROGRAM THAT IS AVAILABLE TO GENERAL COUNTY EMPLOYEES. 2 

 

  (3) A FORMER COUNTY COMMISSIONER IS ENTITLED TO 3 

PARTICIPATE IN THE SAME HEALTH BENEFITS PROGRAM THAT IS AVAILABLE TO 4 

FORMER GENERAL COUNTY EMPLOYEES. 5 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act is an emergency 6 

measure, is necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health or safety, has 7 

been passed by a yea and nay vote supported by three–fifths of all the members elected to 8 

each of the two Houses of the General Assembly, and shall take effect from the date it is 9 

enacted. 10
