SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Government Article, the Board shall adopt regulations consistent with the purposes of
this Division II to carry out the requirements of this subtitle.

(b) These regulations shall include:

b) EXCEPT FOR ARCHITECTURAL AND ENGINEERING SERVICES
CONTRACTS THAT ARE SUBJECT TO TITLE 13, SUBTITLE 2 OF THIS ARTICLE, a
requirement that all contracts containing minority business enterprise participation
goals shall contain a liquidated damages provision that applies in the event that the
contractor fails to comply in good faith with the provisions of this subtitle or the
pertinent terms of the applicable contract;

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2014.
