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In this sectlon noncertlflcated educatlon support professmnals means noncert1flcated
public school employees designated as part of a bargaining unit under Title 6, Subtitle 5 of
the Education Article.

() The Governor shall include in the annual budget bill for fiscal year 2024 an
appropriation suffietent equal to the number of noncertificated education support
professionals, collected in accordance with subsection (c) of this section, multiplied by $500,

in order to provide a $500 bonus to each noncertificated education support professional in
fiscal year 2024.

(c) The State Department of Education shall:

(1)  collect data from each county board of education, including Baltimore
City, on the number of noncertificated education support professionals the county board
emploved during the 2021-2022 school vear: and
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(2) on or before September 15, 2022, submit a report to the Governor, the
Department of Budget and Management, and the General Assembly, in accordance with §
2—1257 of the State Government Article, on the total number of noncertificated education
support professionals employed by county boards of education during the 2021-2022 school

year.
