FOR the purpose of requiring the Maryland Department of Health to develop a plan plans 5 

to reduce the waitlist or registry for certain waiver programs by a certain percentage 6 

beginning in a certain fiscal year; and generally relating to waiver programs 7 

administered by the Maryland Department of Health.

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 14 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 15

 (A) (1) (I) THE DEPARTMENT SHALL DEVELOP A PLAN PLANS TO 18 
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REDUCE THE WAITLISTS FOR THE FOLLOWING WAIVER PROGRAMS BY 50%, 1

   (II) THE DEPARTMENT SHALL DEVELOP A PLAN TO REDUCE 13 

THE REGISTRY FOR THE AUTISM WAIVER THAT INCLUDES CONDUCTING 14 

ELIGIBILITY DETERMINATIONS OF INDIVIDUALS ON THE REGISTRY AND, BEGINNING 15 

IN FISCAL YEAR 2024, PROVIDING SERVICES TO AT LEAST 50% OF INDIVIDUALS 16 

DETERMINED ELIGIBLE.  17

EACH WAIVER PROGRAM TO EXPAND THE CAPACITY OF THE PROGRAMS;  23 

 

   (II) (III) ANY CHANGES IN REIMBURSEMENT RATES NEEDED 24 

TO ENSURE PROVIDER CAPACITY TO PROVIDE FOR SERVICES PROVIDED UNDER THE 25 

WAIVER PROGRAMS;  26 

 

   (IV) THE EXPECTED TIME FRAME FOR CONDUCTING 27 

ELIGIBILITY DETERMINATIONS FOR THE AUTISM WAIVER;  28 
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   (III) (V) THE EXPECTED TIME FRAME FOR REDUCING THE 1 

WAITLIST OR REGISTRY FOR EACH WAIVER PROGRAM BY 50%; AND 2 

 

   (IV) (VI) THE PROJECTED COST OF THE MEASURES TO BE 3 

IMPLEMENTED UNDER THE PLAN PLANS.  4 

 

  (3) PROVISIONS OF THE PLAN PLANS RELATING TO THE AUTISM 5 

WAIVER SHALL BE DEVELOPED IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE MARYLAND STATE 6 

DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION.  7 

 

 (B) ON OR BEFORE JANUARY 1, 2023, THE DEPARTMENT SHALL SUBMIT 8 

THE PLAN PLANS TO THE GOVERNOR AND, IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 2–1257 OF THE 9 

STATE GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, THE CHAIRS OF THE SENATE BUDGET AND 10 

TAXATION COMMITTEE, THE SENATE EDUCATION, HEALTH, AND ENVIRONMENTAL 11 

AFFAIRS COMMITTEE, THE SENATE FINANCE COMMITTEE, THE HOUSE 12 

APPROPRIATIONS COMMITTEE, AND THE HOUSE HEALTH AND GOVERNMENT 13 

OPERATIONS COMMITTEE. 14 

 

 (C) BEGINNING IN FISCAL YEAR 2024, THE GOVERNOR SHALL INCLUDE IN 15 

THE ANNUAL BUDGET BILL SUFFICIENT FUNDS TO CARRY OUT THIS SECTION.  16 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 17
