SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - Criminal Law
3-403.1.

(A) A PERSON UNDER THE AGE OF 50 YEARS MAY NOT COMMIT OR
ATTEMPT TO COMMIT ROBBERY UNDER § 3-402 OF THIS SUBTITLE IF THE
VICTIM IS AN INDIVIDUAL OVER THE AGE OF 62 YEARS.

(B) A PERSON WHO VIOLATES THIS SECTION IS GUILTY OF A FELONY
AND ON CONVICTION IS SUBJECT TO IMPRISONMENT NOT EXCEEDING 18 YEARS.

(C) A SENTENCE IMPOSED UNDER THIS SECTION SHALL BE
CONSECUTIVE TO AND NOT CONCURRENT WITH ANY OTHER SENTENCE IMPOSED

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2014.
