SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

(1) Licensed by the Board before the individual may practice massage

therapy in the State; or
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(2) Registered by the Board before the individual may practice massage
therapy in a setting that is not a health care setting in the State.

(1) A student OE-MASSAGE-THERAPY enrolled in an approved education
program fas determined by the Board while practicing massage therapy in the State}

3. Is of good moral character.
