A BROKER BETWEEN A CONTRACTOR AND SUBCONTRACTOR IN THE STATE DURING 18 

THE 5–YEAR PERIOD IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING THE DATE THE PERSON WAS 19 
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CONVICTED OF AN OFFENSE CONSTITUTING CRIMINAL MALFEASANCE, 1 

MISFEASANCE, OR NONFEASANCE UNDER ANY FEDERAL OR STATE LAW. 2
