SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

(2) “FIREARM” HAS THE MEANING STATED IN § 5-101 OF THE
PUBLIC SAFETY ARTICLE.

(3) “LIVE ROUND” MEANS A CARTRIDGE FOR A FIREARM THAT
CONTAINS GUNPOWDER AND A BULLET OR SHOT.

(4) “PROTECTIVE BODY ARMOR” HAS THE MEANING STATED IN §
4-101 OF THE PUBLIC SAFETY ARTICLE.

(B) AN EMPLOYER THAT REQUIRES AN EMPLOYEE TO CARRY A
FIREARM LOADED WITH LIVE ROUNDS SHALL PROVIDE PROTECTIVE BODY
ARMOR TO THAT EMPLOYEE.

(e) “Protective body armor” means a vest or similar article that is:

(1) designed to be worn on the body to protect against blunt force
trauma associated with the impact of a firearm projectile; and

(2)  manufactured of bullet resistant fabric that conforms to National
Institute of Justice (NIJ) Standard 0101.03 (or the current edition) and V-50 ballistic
testing requirements.

th)y @) “Firearm” means:

(1) a weapon that expels, is designed to expel, or may readily be
converted to expel a projectile by the action of an explosive; or

(1)  the frame or receiver of such a weapon.

(2)  “Firearm” includes a starter gun.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2010.
