 WHEREAS, Thurgood Marshall was born in Baltimore City on July 2, 1908; and 6 

 

 WHEREAS, Thurgood Marshall was one of the first African American lawyers in the 7 

State of Maryland; and 8 

 

 WHEREAS, Thurgood Marshall was a prominent figure in the legal fight for justice 9 

under the law for all people; and 10 

 

 WHEREAS, In 1967, Thurgood Marshall became the first African American to be 11 

appointed to the United States Supreme Court; now, therefore, 12 

 

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 13 

That Section(s) 7–411 through 7–413, respectively, of Article – General Provisions of the 14 

Annotated Code of Maryland be renumbered to be Section(s) 7–412 through 7–414, 15 

respectively. 16
