quorum and a chair for the Redistricting Commission; authorizing the Redistricting 20 

Commission to hire staff, attorneys, and consultants in accordance with the State 21 

budget; providing that employees of the Redistricting Commission are independent 22 

of the State Personnel Management System; providing that a certain finding may 23 

result in referral of a member or employee of the Redistricting Commission to the 24 

State Prosecutor; requiring the Redistricting Commission to conduct a certain 25 

process, establish certain legislative and congressional districts, and conduct its 26 

business in a certain manner; providing that the activities of the Redistricting 27 
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Commission are subject to the Open Meetings Act and the Maryland Public 1 

Information Act; requiring the Redistricting Commission to establish and implement 2 

a certain hearing process; authorizing the Redistricting Commission to supplement 3 

hearings with other activities subject to the discretion of the Redistricting 4 

Commission; requiring the Redistricting Commission to ensure certain plans are 5 

readily available to the public; requiring the Redistricting Commission to provide a 6 

certain public comment period before adopting certain plans; requiring the 7 

Redistricting Commission to take all steps necessary to ensure that a certain 8 

database is available and that procedures are in place to provide the public certain 9 

access to certain data and software for a certain purpose; requiring the Redistricting 10 

Commission to adopt certain plans that conform to certain standards; requiring a 11 

legislative district plan to be numbered in a certain manner; requiring the 12 

Redistricting Commission to issue certain documents with certain plans; requiring 13 

the Redistricting Commission to certify and send certain plans to the presiding 14 

officers of the General Assembly; requiring the presiding officers to prepare certain 15 

plans for consideration by the General Assembly; requiring certain plans to be 16 

treated as a bill by the General Assembly for certain purposes; requiring the 17 

Redistricting Commission to petition the Court of Appeals to establish certain plans 18 

under certain circumstances; requiring the Redistricting Commission to represent 19 

the State in certain judicial proceedings; requiring the Redistricting Commission to 20 

intervene in certain cases on behalf of the State; providing that the Court of Appeals 21 

has original jurisdiction to establish legislative districts or congressional districts 22 

under certain circumstances; authorizing certain voters to participate in a certain 23 

judicial proceeding as an amicus curiae; establishing a certain process for the Court 24 

of Appeals on the filing of a certain petition; requiring the Court of Appeals to give 25 

priority to ruling on a certain petition; requiring the Governor to include certain 26 

funding in the State budget; defining certain terms; making this Act contingent on 27 

the passage and ratification of a certain constitutional amendment; and generally 28 

relating to legislative and congressional redistricting and apportionment.
