SHALL ADOPT REGULATIONS OR ISSUE ORDERS TO REQUIRE OR ALLOW 5 

ELECTRIC COMPANIES TO OFFER ENERGY–EFFICIENT LED STREET LIGHTING 6 

EQUIPMENT TO LOCAL GOVERNMENTS. 7 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 8
