 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 16 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 17

  (1) a special taxing district that received an income tax revenue 21

  (2) a municipal corporation. 1 

 

 (b) For fiscal year 1990, after making the distributions required under § 2–604 2 

through § 2–608 of this subtitle, the Comptroller shall distribute to each municipality the 3 

amount, if any, by which: 4 

 

  (1) a $2 per capita increase over the amount distributed to the municipality 5 

under § 2–607 of this subtitle for the 1986 taxable year, based on the most recent census 6 

data available from the Department of Planning; exceeds 7 

 

  (2) the amount distributed to the municipality under § 2–607 of this 8 

subtitle for the 1988 taxable year.] 9

this subtitle, and after making the distributions required under §§ 7–329 and 7–330 of the 12 

State Finance and Procurement Article, the Comptroller shall distribute the remaining 13 

income tax revenue from individuals to the General Fund of the State.

 (b) An individual, a nonprofit organization, or a business entity may claim a 20 

credit against the State income tax in accordance with Title 6, Subtitle [8] 9 of the Housing 21 

and Community Development Article for new construction costs and rehabilitation costs 22 

for catalytic revitalization projects.
