SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

(b) Notwithstanding any other provision of this article, an individual shall be
exempt from paying the out—of—state tuition rate at a public institution of higher education

PERIOD before the academic year in which the tuition rate exemption would apply;

1, 2024.
