Maryland Nurse Practice Act – Revisions 2 

 

FOR the purpose of altering the membership of the State Board of Nursing; requiring that 3 

certain petitions for membership on the Board have at least a certain number of 4 

signatures of support from nurses with a certain license; altering the requirements 5 

for the election of Board officers; requiring the Board to hold a special election within 6 

a certain time period to fill a certain vacancy under certain circumstances; altering 7 

the requirements for a quorum of the Board; authorizing the Board to employ a 8 

deputy director; authorizing the Board to set standards for the practice of advanced 9 

practice registered nursing, electrology, and direct–entry midwifery; altering the 10 

requirement that the Board keep a list of certain nurses and other professionals 11 

regulated by the Board; authorizing the Board to appoint certain committees of the 12 

Board, to delegate certain duties to the executive director, and to hold the executive 13 

director accountable to the Board; renaming the Rehabilitation Program to be the 14 

Safe Practice Program; renaming the Rehabilitation Committee to be the Safe 15 

Practice Committee; repealing the authority of a certain committee to review and 16 

designate certain treatment facilities and services to which certain individuals may 17 

be referred; altering the reporting requirements of the Safe Practice Committee; 18 

requiring the Program to transfer to the Board certain records; authorizing the 19 

Board to summarily suspend the license or certificate of certain licensees and 20 

certificate holders; requiring a certain nursing education program in another state 21 

or country to be substantially equivalent to an education program in this State at 22 

the time of the applicant’s graduation for a certain purpose; requiring certain 23 
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applicants to demonstrate written and oral competency in the English language as 1 

part of the Board’s examination and licensing procedures; repealing certain testing 2 

requirements relating to a certain English language competency requirement for 3 

certain applicants; repealing certain references to nurse psychotherapists; repealing 4 

the requirement that the Board determine certain matters relating to certain 5 

licensing examinations; repealing an obsolete date by which the Board was required 6 

to begin requiring criminal history records checks; repealing the authority of the 7 

Board to issue a temporary practice letter to certain nurses under certain 8 

circumstances; altering the grounds for denying an applicant or licensee a license, 9 

reprimanding a licensee, placing a licensee on probation, or suspending or revoking 10 

the license of an applicant or licensee if the individual has a substance use disorder; 11 

requiring the Board to determine the Maryland passing rate for a certain 12 

examination; requiring certain advanced practice registered nurses to report certain 13 

information relating to knowledge of certain nurses with a substance use disorder; 14 

repealing the requirement that the Board, in consultation with the State Board of 15 

Pharmacy and the State Board of Physicians, establish a certain drug formulary for 16 

the practice of nurse midwifery; repealing the Board’s authority to issue a certain 17 

replacement registration certificate and to set a certain fee; repealing the Board’s 18 

authority to deny the issuance of a certain temporary practice certificate to a certain 19 

applicant under certain circumstances; requiring the Board to consider certain 20 

information before the Board initiates a disciplinary action against a certain 21 

certificate holder or licensee based on information received from a criminal history 22 

records check at the time of renewal of a certain certificate or license; prohibiting the 23 

Board from renewing a certain certificate without certain documentation that a 24 

certain applicant has submitted to a criminal history records check; providing that 25 

members of a certain advisory committee are entitled to receive certain 26 

compensation and reimbursement for certain expenses; requiring an applicant for a 27 

license to practice electrology to take a certain written examination; authorizing the 28 

Board or a designee of the Board to give clinical examinations and reexaminations 29 

to certain applicants; requiring the Board to provide a certain notice and determine 30 

the passing score for a certain examination; repealing the authority of the Board to 31 

take certain action against a certain licensee for failing to display a certain notice; 32 

repealing the requirement that an electrologist display a certain notice; prohibiting 33 

an individual from representing to the public that the individual is authorized to 34 

practice advanced practice registered nursing unless authorized to practice advanced 35 

practice registered nursing; prohibiting an individual from practicing advanced 36 

practice registered nursing under color of a fraudulent diploma, license, certificate, 37 

or record; prohibiting an individual from knowingly employing an individual to 38 

practice advanced practice registered nursing if the individual is not authorized to 39 

practice advanced practice registered nursing; defining certain terms; altering 40 

certain defined terms and definitions of certain terms; updating certain terminology; 41 

repealing an obsolete provision of law; making conforming and stylistic changes; and 42 

generally relating to revisions to the Maryland Nurse Practice Act. 43

REGISTERED NURSE CERTIFICATION; 9 

 

  (4) A LICENSEE APPLYING FOR RENEWAL OF AN ADVANCED 10 

PRACTICE REGISTERED NURSE CERTIFICATION; OR 11 

 

  [(3)] (5) An individual applying for reinstatement of a license in 12 

accordance with § 8–319 of this title. 13 

 

 (d) “Board” means the State Board of Nursing. 14 

 

 (e) “Expired license” means, unless the context requires otherwise, a license that 15 

was not renewed before the expiration date of the license as established under § 8–312(a) 16 

of this title. 17 

 

 (f) “Lapsed license” means, unless the context requires otherwise, a license that 18 

was not renewed because a licensee failed to renew the license or otherwise did not meet 19 

the renewal requirements of this title. 20 

 

 (g) “License” means, unless the context requires otherwise, a license issued by the 21 

Board to practice: 22 

 

  (1) Registered nursing; [or] 23 

 

  (2) Licensed practical nursing; OR 24 

 

  (3) ADVANCED PRACTICE REGISTERED NURSING. 25 

 

 (h) “Licensed practical nurse” means, unless the context requires otherwise, an 26 

individual who [is]: 27 

 

  (1) IS licensed by the Board to practice licensed practical nursing; OR 28 
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  (2) HAS A MULTISTATE LICENSURE PRIVILEGE TO PRACTICE 1 

LICENSED PRACTICAL NURSING UNDER THE NURSE LICENSURE COMPACT. 2 

 

 (i) “Licensee” means, unless the context requires otherwise, a registered nurse or 3 

licensed practical nurse who has: 4 

 

  (1) An active license; 5 

 

  (2) An inactive license; 6 

 

  (3) A temporary license; 7 

 

  (4) An expired temporary license; 8 

 

  (5) An expired license; 9 

 

  (6) A lapsed license; 10 

 

  (7) A suspended license; [or] 11 

 

  (8) A license subject to a reprimand, probation, or suspension; OR 12 

 

  (9) A MULTISTATE LICENSURE PRIVILEGE TO PRACTICE REGISTERED 13 

NURSING OR LICENSED PRACTICAL NURSING UNDER THE NURSE LICENSURE 14

 (j) “Mentor” means a certified REGISTERED nurse practitioner or a licensed 16

practitioner will consult and collaborate with as needed in accordance with § 8–302(b)(5)(i) 20 

of this title.

 [(k) “Nurse practitioner” means an individual who: 22 

 

  (1) Is licensed by the Board to practice registered nursing; and 23 

 

  (2) Is certified by the Board to practice as a nurse practitioner.] 24 

 

 (K) “PRACTICE ADVANCED PRACTICE REGISTERED NURSING” MEANS TO 25 

PRACTICE REGISTERED NURSING WITHIN THE SCOPE OF PRACTICE IN THE AREA OF 26 

SPECIALTY FOR WHICH THE INDIVIDUAL HOLDS A CERTIFICATION FROM A 27 

NATIONALLY RECOGNIZED CERTIFYING BODY RECOGNIZED BY THE BOARD. 28 
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 (l) “Practice as a REGISTERED nurse practitioner” means to independently: 1 

 

  (1) Perform an act under subsection (n) of this section; 2 

 

  (2) Conduct a comprehensive physical assessment of an individual; 3 

 

  (3) Establish a medical diagnosis for common chronic stable or short–term 4 

health problems; 5 

 

  (4) Order, perform, and interpret laboratory tests; 6 

 

  (5) Prescribe drugs as provided under § 8–508 of this title; 7 

 

  (6) Perform diagnostic, therapeutic, or corrective measures; 8 

 

  (7) Consult and collaborate with, or refer an individual to, an appropriate 9 

licensed physician or any other health care provider as needed; and 10 

 

  (8) Provide emergency care. 11 

 

 (m) “Practice licensed practical nursing” means to perform in a team relationship 12 

an act that requires specialized knowledge, judgment, and skill based on principles of 13 

biological, physiological, behavioral, or sociological science to: 14 

 

  (1) Administer treatment or medication to an individual; 15 

 

  (2) Aid in the rehabilitation of an individual; 16 

 

  (3) Promote preventive measures in community health; 17 

 

  (4) Give counsel to an individual; 18 

 

  (5) Safeguard life and health; 19 

 

  (6) Teach or supervise; or 20 

 

  (7) Perform any additional acts authorized by the Board under § 8–205 of 21 

this title. 22 

 

 (n) (1) “Practice registered nursing” means the performance of acts requiring 23 

substantial specialized knowledge, judgment, and skill based on the biological, 24 

physiological, behavioral, or sociological sciences as the basis for assessment, nursing 25 

diagnosis, planning, implementation, and evaluation of the practice of nursing in order to: 26 

 

   (i) Maintain health; 27 

 

   (ii) Prevent illness; or 28 
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   (iii) Care for or rehabilitate the ill, injured, or infirm. 1 

 

  (2) For these purposes, “practice registered nursing” includes: 2 

 

   (i) Administration; 3 

 

   (ii) Teaching; 4 

 

   (iii) Counseling; 5 

 

   (iv) Supervision, delegation, and evaluation of nursing practice; 6 

 

   (v) Execution of therapeutic regimen, including the administration 7 

of medication and treatment; 8 

 

   (vi) Independent nursing functions and delegated medical functions; 9 

and 10 

 

   (vii) Performance of additional acts authorized by the Board under § 11 

8–205 of this title. 12 

 

 (o) “Registered nurse” means, unless the context requires otherwise, an 13 

individual who [is]: 14 

 

  (1) IS licensed by the Board to practice registered nursing; OR 15 

 

  (2) HAS A MULTISTATE LICENSURE PRIVILEGE TO PRACTICE 16 

REGISTERED NURSING UNDER THE NURSE LICENSURE COMPACT. 17 

 

 (P) “REGISTERED NURSE PRACTITIONER” MEANS AN INDIVIDUAL WHO: 18 

 

  (1) (I) IS LICENSED BY THE BOARD TO PRACTICE REGISTERED 19 

NURSING; OR 20 

 

   (II) HAS A MULTISTATE LICENSURE PRIVILEGE TO PRACTICE 21 

REGISTERED NURSING UNDER THE NURSE LICENSURE COMPACT; AND 22 

 

  (2) IS CERTIFIED BY THE BOARD TO PRACTICE AS A REGISTERED 23 

NURSE PRACTITIONER. 24

including emergencies; and 21 

 

   (ii) Require education and clinical experience; 22

independent nursing functions that: 24 

 

   (i) Require formal education and clinical experience; and 25 

 

   (ii) May be performed under any condition authorized by the Board, 26 

including emergencies; 27 

 

  (6) To adopt rules and regulations for licensed practical nurses to perform 28 

additional acts in the practice of registered nursing that: 29
