SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - Health - General

19—4A-10.

(A) Except as provided by federal law, licensure under this subtitle does not
entitle a residential service agency to reimbursement by a third party payor.

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(B) THE DEPARTMENT MAY REIMBURSE A RESIDENTIAL SERVICE AGENCY
FOR PERSONAL ASSISTANCE SERVICES ONLY IF THE PERSONAL ASSISTANCE
SERVICES ARE PROVIDED BY AN INDIVIDUAL CLASSIFIED AS AN EMPLOYEE.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2023 2024.
