Maryland Fiduciary Access to Digital Assets Act 2 

 

FOR the purpose of establishing the Maryland Fiduciary Access to Digital Assets Act; 3 

authorizing a certain user to direct a certain custodian of certain digital assets to 4 

disclose or not to disclose those assets under certain circumstances and in a certain 5 

manner; providing that this Act does not change, impair, or expand certain rights 6 

with respect to the digital assets of a user; authorizing a custodian to grant a certain 7 

fiduciary or designated recipient certain access to a user’s account or a copy of certain 8 

records under certain circumstances; authorizing a custodian to charge a reasonable 9 

administrative charge for the cost of disclosing digital assets under this Act; 10 

providing that a custodian need not disclose certain digital assets under certain 11 

circumstances; authorizing a custodian to seek a court order directing disclosure 12 

under certain circumstances; requiring a custodian to disclose the content of certain 13 

electronic communications under certain circumstances; requiring a custodian to 14 
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disclose a catalogue of certain electronic communications and certain digital assets 1 

under certain circumstances; authorizing a court to grant a certain guardian access 2 

to the digital assets of a certain protected person; authorizing a guardian to request 3 

the custodian to suspend or terminate a certain account under certain circumstances; 4 

providing that the legal duties imposed on a fiduciary charged with managing certain 5 

tangible property apply to the management of digital assets; establishing certain 6 

limitations with respect to a certain fiduciary’s or designated recipient’s authority; 7 

providing that, under certain circumstances, a certain fiduciary may access certain 8 

tangible personal property and is an authorized user for the purpose of certain 9 

computer–related laws; authorizing a custodian to disclose certain information to a 10 

certain fiduciary under certain circumstances; authorizing a fiduciary of a user to 11 

request a custodian to terminate the user’s account under certain circumstances; 12 

requiring a custodian to comply with certain requests by a fiduciary or designated 13 

recipient within a certain time period; authorizing a fiduciary or designated recipient 14 

to apply for a certain court order under certain circumstances; providing that this 15 

Act does not limit a custodian’s ability to obtain or require a fiduciary or designated 16 

recipient to obtain a certain court order; authorizing a custodian to notify the user of 17 

a certain request; authorizing a custodian to deny a certain request under certain 18 

circumstances; providing that a custodian and its agents are immune from liability 19 

for an act or omission done in good faith compliance with this Act; requiring 20 

consideration to be given to the need to promote certain uniformity of the law in 21 

applying and construing this Act; providing that this Act modifies, limits, or 22 

supersedes certain federal law in a certain manner; providing for the scope and 23 

application of this Act; making the provisions of this Act severable; altering certain 24 

provisions in certain statutory forms for a power of attorney relating to authority to 25 

access and take control of certain digital assets in accordance with this Act; defining 26 

certain terms; making conforming changes; and generally relating to the Maryland 27

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  (2) THE TIME AND DATE OF THE COMMUNICATION; AND 1 

 

  (3) THE ELECTRONIC ADDRESS OF THE PERSON. 2 

 

 (F) “CONTENT OF AN ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATION” MEANS 3 

INFORMATION CONCERNING THE SUBSTANCE OR MEANING OF A COMMUNICATION 4 

THAT: 5 

 

  (1) HAS BEEN SENT OR RECEIVED BY A USER; 6 

 

  (2) (I) IS IN ELECTRONIC STORAGE BY A CUSTODIAN PROVIDING 7 

AN ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATION SERVICE TO THE PUBLIC; OR 8 

 

   (II) IS CARRIED OR MAINTAINED BY A CUSTODIAN PROVIDING A 9 

REMOTE COMPUTING SERVICE TO THE PUBLIC; AND 10

 (M) “FIDUCIARY” MEANS AN ORIGINAL, ADDITIONAL, OR SUCCESSOR 28 

PERSONAL REPRESENTATIVE, GUARDIAN, AGENT, OR TRUSTEE. 29 
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 (N) (1) “GUARDIAN” MEANS A GUARDIAN OF THE PROPERTY APPOINTED 1 

BY A COURT UNDER TITLE 13, SUBTITLE 2 OF THIS ARTICLE TO MANAGE THE 2 

PROPERTY OF A DISABLED PERSON OR MINOR OR A GUARDIAN OF THE PERSON 3 

APPOINTED BY A COURT UNDER TITLE 13, SUBTITLE 7 OF THIS ARTICLE, 4 

ACCORDING TO THE CONTEXT IN WHICH IT IS USED. 5 

 

  (2) “GUARDIAN” INCLUDES A LIMITED GUARDIAN. 6

PROVIDE DIRECTIONS FOR DISCLOSURE OR NONDISCLOSURE OF DIGITAL ASSETS TO 12

 (U) (1) “PROTECTED PERSON” MEANS AN INDIVIDUAL FOR WHOM A 24 

GUARDIAN HAS BEEN APPOINTED. 25 

 

  (2) “PROTECTED PERSON” INCLUDES AN INDIVIDUAL FOR WHOM AN 26 

APPLICATION FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF A GUARDIAN IS PENDING. 27 

 

 (V) “RECORD” MEANS INFORMATION THAT IS INSCRIBED ON A TANGIBLE 28 

MEDIUM OR THAT IS STORED IN AN ELECTRONIC OR OTHER MEDIUM AND IS 29 

RETRIEVABLE IN PERCEIVABLE FORM. 30 
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 (W) “REMOTE COMPUTING SERVICE” MEANS A CUSTODIAN WHO PROVIDES 1 

TO A USER COMPUTER PROCESSING SERVICES OR THE STORAGE OF DIGITAL ASSETS 2 

BY MEANS OF AN ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATIONS SYSTEM, AS DEFINED IN 18 U.S.C. 3 

§ 2510(14). 4 

 

 (X) “TERMS–OF–SERVICE AGREEMENT” MEANS AN AGREEMENT THAT 5 

CONTROLS THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN A USER AND A CUSTODIAN. 6 

 

 (Y) (1) “TRUSTEE” MEANS A FIDUCIARY WITH LEGAL TITLE TO 7 

PROPERTY UNDER AN AGREEMENT OR A DECLARATION THAT CREATES A 8 

BENEFICIAL INTEREST IN ANOTHER. 9 

 

  (2) “TRUSTEE” INCLUDES AN ORIGINAL, ADDITIONAL, OR 10 

SUCCESSOR TRUSTEE OR COTRUSTEE, WHETHER OR NOT APPOINTED OR 11 

CONFIRMED BY A COURT. 12 

 

 (Z) “USER” MEANS A PERSON WHO HAS AN ACCOUNT WITH A CUSTODIAN. 13 

 

 (AA) “WILL” INCLUDES A CODICIL, A TESTAMENTARY INSTRUMENT THAT 14

IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR AGENT 11 

 

Agent’s Duties 12 

 

When you accept the authority granted under this power of attorney, a special legal 13 

relationship is created between you and the principal. This relationship imposes on you 14 

legal duties that continue until you resign or the power of attorney is terminated or revoked. 15 

You must: 16 

 

 (1) Do what you know the principal reasonably expects you to do with the 17 

principal’s property or, if you do not know the principal’s expectations, act in the principal’s 18 

best interest; 19 

 

 (2) Act with care, competence, and diligence for the best interest of the principal; 20 

 

 (3) Do nothing beyond the authority granted in this power of attorney; and 21 

 

 (4) Disclose your identity as an agent whenever you act for the principal by 22 

writing or printing the name of the principal and signing your own name as “agent” in the 23

Liability of Agent 17 

 

The meaning of the authority granted to you is defined in the Maryland Power of Attorney 18 

Act, Title 17 of the Estates and Trusts Article. If you violate the Maryland Power of 19

granted, you may be liable for any damages caused by your violation. 21
