  (2) A COUNTY COUNCIL REDISTRICTING PLAN TAKES EFFECT.  20 
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 (B) NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER LAW, A CANDIDATE FOR THE 1 

MONTGOMERY COUNTY COUNCIL OR PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY COUNCIL WHO 2 

SEEKS TO REPRESENT A COUNTY COUNCIL DISTRICT IS: 3 

 

  (1) REQUIRED TO RESIDE IN THE COUNTY COUNCIL DISTRICT THE 4 

CANDIDATE SEEKS TO REPRESENT AT THE TIME OF THE PRIMARY ELECTION AND AT 5 

THE TIME OF THE GENERAL ELECTION; AND  6 

 

  (2) IS NOT REQUIRED TO RESIDE IN THE COUNTY COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 

THE CANDIDATE SEEKS TO REPRESENT BEFORE THE PRIMARY ELECTION. 8 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act is an emergency 9 

measure, is necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health or safety, has 10 

been passed by a yea and nay vote supported by three–fifths of all the members elected to 11 

each of the two Houses of the General Assembly, and shall take effect from the date it is 12 

enacted. 13
