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 (B) (1) EACH PUBLIC INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION SHALL ADOPT 1 

A POLICY RELATED TO PREGNANT AND PARENTING STUDENTS THAT IS CONSISTENT 2 

WITH TITLE IX OF THE EDUCATION AMENDMENTS OF 1972.  3 

 

  (2) EACH PUBLIC INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION SHALL POST 4 

THE POLICY ADOPTED UNDER PARAGRAPH (1) OF THIS SUBSECTION ON THE 5
