 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 19 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 20

 (b) (1) (i) Unless a certificate of public convenience and necessity for the 23 

construction is first obtained from the Commission, a person may not begin construction in 24 

the State of: 25 
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    1. a generating station; or 1 

 

    2. a qualified generator lead line. 2

 (c) (1) To obtain the certificate of public convenience and necessity required 8 

under § 7–207 of this subtitle for construction under this section, a person shall file an 9 

application with the Commission at least 2 years before construction of the facility will 10 

commence.

holding of the Supreme Court of Maryland in Board of County Commissioners of 18 

Washington County, Maryland v. Perennial Solar, LLC, 464 Md. 610 (2019). 19

October 1, 2023. 21
