 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 14 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 15

 (A) IN THIS SECTION, “COLLATERAL CONSEQUENCES OF A CRIMINAL 18 

CONVICTION” MEANS THE LEGAL PENALTIES THAT:  19 

 

  (1) TAKE AWAY AN INDIVIDUAL’S RIGHTS OR ACCESS TO PROGRAMS 20 

OR SERVICES; OR  21 

 

  (2) IMPOSE ANOTHER TYPE OF DISADVANTAGE THAT PUNISHES AN 22 

INDIVIDUAL BUT IS NOT PART OF THE INDIVIDUAL’S SENTENCE IMPOSED AFTER 23 
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CONVICTION OF A CRIME. 1 

 

 (B) THE STATE BOARD SHALL DEVELOP AGE–APPROPRIATE CURRICULUM 2 

STANDARDS FOR A COURSE ON THE COLLATERAL CONSEQUENCES OF A CRIMINAL 3 

CONVICTION FOR STUDENTS IN GRADES 6 THROUGH 8 IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS IN THE 4 

STATE. 5 

 

 (C) (1) BEGINNING IN THE 2025–2026 SCHOOL YEAR, EACH COUNTY 6 

BOARD SHALL DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT A CURRICULUM BASED ON THE 7 

CURRICULUM STANDARDS DEVELOPED BY THE STATE BOARD UNDER SUBSECTION 8 

(B) OF THIS SECTION. 9 

 

  (2) EACH COUNTY BOARD SHALL ENSURE THAT A COURSE ON THE 10 

COLLATERAL CONSEQUENCES OF A CRIMINAL CONVICTION IS TAUGHT AT LEAST 11 

ONCE TO STUDENTS IN GRADES 6 THROUGH 8. 12 

 

 (D) THE STATE BOARD MAY ADOPT REGULATIONS TO CARRY OUT THIS 13 

SECTION. 14 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 15
